Indicators According to Jesus: the Bad News

Deception

Jesus answered: “Watch out that no one deceives you. For many will come in my
name, claiming, 'l am the Messiah,” and will deceive many.” — Matthew 24:4-5

At that time if anyone says to you, ‘Look, here is the Messiah!' or, ‘There he is!" do
not believe it. 24 For false messiahs and false prophets will appear and perform
great signs and wonders to deceive, if possible, even the elect. See, | have told you
ahead of time. “So if anyone tells you, ‘There he is, out in the wildermness,’ do not go
out; or, ‘Here he is, in the inner rooms," do not believe it. For as lightning that comes
from the east is visible even in the west, so will be the coming of the Son of Man.
Wherever there is a carcass, there the vultures will gather. — Matthew 24:23-28

Disaster

You will hear of wars and rumors of wars, but see to it that you are not alarmed.
Such things must happen, but the end is still to come. Nation will rise against
nation, and kingdom against kingdom. There will be famines and earthquakes in
various places. All these are the beginning of birth pains. — Matthew 24:6-7
